SPORT FISHING

Giant lake trout, pike, pickerel, perch,
Dolly Varden and Rainbow trout, representing
some of the finest fishing on the continent, are
found in the lakes and streams adjacent to
Edmonton. Data on licenses, seasons, etc., may
be obtained at the Tourist Information Bureau.

GAME HUNTING

A hunter's paradise, indeed, the area north
and west of Edmonton abounds with wild life
including big game, upland game and water-
fowl. Deer, moose, elk, mountain goat and
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sheep, bear and game birds provide excellent
hunting in season. Edmonton’s sporting goods
shops can supply any equipment needed.

Beautiful clear lakes and warm sandy
beaches within easy driving distance of the
city provide the ultimate in boating, swim-
ming, camping or just relaxing. Elk Island
Park—the largest fenced game sanctuary in
Canada with herds of mighty buffalo, moose,
elk and deer, is only 27 miles east of
Edmonton. And west of the city, a comfortable
half day's drive, is the world-famous Jasper
National Park, with its towering, snow-capped
Rocky Mountains, awe-inspiring, crystal-clear
lakes fringed by fragrant pines, its tumbling
waterfalls and the time-defying Columbia Ice
Fields. So much to see—so much to do—this
is truly a never-to-be-forgotten holidayland.

Places to Go
STORYLAND VALLEY

A must for adults and children of all ages,
Storyland Valley recreates in miniature all the
fantasy of a storybook fairyland and has been
rated one of the most outstanding children's
zoos on the North American Continent.
Storyland Valley is located at the southwest
end of the City in Laurier Park.

OF HISTORICAL INTEREST

Preserving the heritage of Edmonton’s pio-
neers is the McDougall Museum and Shrine.
Built in 1873, the former Methodist Church,
first building to be erected outside the pro-
tecting palisades of Fort Edmonton, now
houses a fascinating museum of the Early
West.

Northwest of the city is located the St.
Albert Mission, a historical museum and
religious shrine centred about the original log
church built by Father Lacombe in 1862.

A most interesting display keynoting the
progress of Alberta may be found at the
Provincial Legislative Building, while the
history of Edmonton is charted in the display
at the Historical Exhibits Building at 10105
112th Avenue. The Edmonton Art Gallery in

houses a superb
traditional and

downtown Edmonton
collection of Canadian
contemporary art.

The John Walter Historical Site, located at
10627 - 93rd Avenue, is the scene of the first
log house to be built in the Edmonton area.
The house, its ancient logs still withstanding
the ravages of time and weather, stands on its
original location, on the South Bank of the
Saskatchewan River and is now a museum
containing pictures and relics of Edmonton’s
early days and the people who were
responsible for her growth and progress to
the bustling metropolis which is Edmonton
today.

PARKS AND RECREATION

The natural beauty of the North Saskat-
chewan River valley is captured in three of
Edmonton’s major parks — Victoria, Queen
Elizabeth and Whitemud Park. Some 2,500
acres of wellkept parkland, four outdoor
swimming pools, five attractive golf courses,
four athletic parks and eleven hockey rinks
provide relaxation and recreation for tourists
and the city’'s citizens.

QUEEN ELIZABETH PLANETARIUM

At the new Queen Elizabeth Planetarium
in Coronation Park visitors may watch the
drama of the heavens unfold while a lecturer
reveals the secrets of the stars.

INSTITUTIONAL BUILDINGS

Keynoting the progress of Edmonton's
skyline are federal, provincial and civic
administration buildings of beauty and dignity.
Park-like grounds form a perfect setting for the
Provincial Legislative Building, situated on the
north bank of the Saskatchewan River. Fine
examples of contemporary design are to be
found in the impressive new City Hall in
downtown Edmonton and the Northern Alberta
Jubilee Auditorium situated on the University
of Alberta Campus.
